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Oak wilt is a fungal tree disease that affects all spe-

cies of oak trees in East Bethel. Oaks in the red oak 

group (leaves with pointed lobes) are particularly 

susceptible to the disease and can die 

within weeks of infection. Oaks in the 

white oak group (leaves have rounded 

lobes) can live years with the disease, 

but will eventually die as well. 

 

Spread:  Infections occur in one of 

two ways: 

¶ New infection sites occur when an 

oak is damaged during the April 1-

July 15 timeframe and there are oak 

wilt spores in the area from a previ-

ously infected tree. The spores are 

transported to the damaged tree by 

picnic beetles which carry the fungal 

spores on their body and feed on the 

sap from the fresh tree wounds. 

¶ Once a new site is established and an oak starts 

to die from oak wilt, the fungus moves through 

the root system to adjoining trees. Oaks that are 

from the same group and relatively close together 

have root systems that graft together that can 

create a highway for the fungus to spread out 

exponentially each year. 

 

Identification:   Oak trees infected with oak wilt 

will show signs of the disease from mid-summer to 

fall. The trees will begin to yellow from the top of 

the canopy and start to drop leaves. As the disease 

progresses, the yellowing will work its way down 

towards the center of the tree and the lower 

branches. The leaves that drop will show the same 

characteristic of yellowing that begins at the leaf 
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edges and works its way towards the leaf center. 

Infection centers often have groups of dead trees 

and yellowing trees in an otherwise green canopy of 

trees. 
 

Control:   Oak wilt can be expensive to 

control once it is established so the best 

protection is to make sure oak trees are 

not cut, pruned, or damaged during the 

April1 to July 15 timeframe to prevent new 

infection sites. If possible, perform any cut-

ting or pruning during the winter months. 

 

Once infected, trees in the red oak group 

will need to be removed the following win-

ter after they died and the wood either 

sealed in plastic, buried, chipped, burned, 

or have the bark removed all prior to April 

1st. After April 1st, the wood will have 

active fungal spores that could lead to new 

infection sites. Wood should not be moved 

off site which could lead to new infection 

centers. Trees that have been dead for 

over a year are not capable of spreading the disease 

and can be used as desired. 

 

The below ground spread of the fungus can be con-

trolled by cutting the root connections. Systemic 

fungicides can be used on high value trees to help 

protect them as well.
